Lifestyle lessons

Personal Social and Health
Education (PSHE) will become a
compulsory part of the
curriculum in England from Key
Stage 1 to 4 (ages 5 to 16).

The announcement was made by
the government in response to the
principal findings of both the
Review of Sex and Relationships
Education (SRE) in Schools and
the report by the Advisory Group
on Drug and Alcohol Education,
which both recommended that
good PSHE was vital to providing
a healthy, rounded education.

Sir Alasdair MacDonald will lead
a review into how best to make
PSHE compulsory, ensuring that
there is a place in the timetable
and flexibility in the curriculum
to take schools’ ethos, pupils’
needs and parents’ values into
account. Updated guidance will
also be produced covering the
content of the curriculum, based
on the existing non-statutory
programme of study.

The government describes

appropriate topics as:

* Sex and Relationships: at
primary school this means
recognising that animals produce
offspring, naming parts of the
body, preparing for puberty and

being able to talk about feelings
and friendships. At secondary
school it includes learning how
to develop mutually respectful
personal relationships and the
importance of stable
relationships to family life and
how risky sexual behaviour
contributes to the spread of STTs
and unplanned pregnancy.

* Drugs and alcohol: at primary
level pupils might look at how
medicines and toxins can affect
the body. At secondary they
might study laws around drug
and alcohol misuse and their
personal and social risks and
impacts.

 Healthy lifestyles: at all ages
learning about a balanced diet
and the need for exercise.
Older children might talk
about the interplay between
physical, emotional and mental

health. Also basic first aid.

Responding to the Government’s
plans the Tory Shadow Families
Minister Maria Miller said:

“We support sensible sex and
relationship education for children
at an appropriate age. However, we
oppose policies that would involve
five year olds being taught about
sex. We think that every parent
must have the right to withdraw
their child from such lessons”.

State-of-the-art pool technology

The Royal Russell in
Croydon, Surrey, has
completed an engineering
project carried out over
the period 2007 to 2008
whereby the latest
ultraviolet water
disinfection technology
was fitted to both the
school’s two swimming
pools and the 6 tonne
storage tank supplying the showers
and other use points.

The work was carried out by
specialist pool contractors Aqua
Process Engineering Ltd of London
and the ultraviolet systems were
supplied by UV water treatment
specialist Hanovia Ltd of Slough.
The company is the oldest of its
type in UK, being over 80 years old.

Disinfection of tank-stored
service water prior is an established
necessity so that dangerous
pathogens, such as legionella, can
be controlled.

Eliminating ‘combines’ means
free chlorine levels can be dropped
to 1.00 ppm or lower and
backwashing (dilution) reduced, in
some pools, by 80%. If the total
cost of heated pool water (as
backwashed) is taken to be £3 per
cubic metre, dilution and
backwashing are very costly things if
combines are not controlled. UV
will reduce combines to 0.3ppm in
most cases from levels as high as
2.5ppm, and often better than that.
And, as the Royal Russell experience
shows, TDS levels fall also.
